Methodology/Research Plan, Cost Calculation/justification, Potential future benefit.  

  References (max. 10 references)  

  CV including publication list of most pertinent to the research application  

  Application documents shall not exceed 5 A4 pages, excluding the CV and reference list  

  The grant will be assessed against the following: 

o The project: Clinical relevance of the study; the study deliverable within time frame and with 

identified resources; the study is translatable into clinical practice (0-35 points)  

o The potential: Will this study lead to further research; next steps in development and/or 

funding identified (0-5 points)  

o The Applicant: Previous publications; previous research delivery/involvement (0-3 points) 

o The Location: Evidence that has sufficient resources to undertake the study; evidence of 

patient involvement in study; evidence of collaboration within study (0-7 points)
